Exodus 3:1 -8a, 13-15: Moses experiences the presence of God on a mountaintop in a bush that 
is aflame but does not burn, and from it comes a voice calling to Moses. God is revealed first 
and foremost as a God of relationship, not a distant concept or an otherworldly being, but one 
who has spoken to and guided the patriarchs. God remains active in the life of Israel, promising 
to relieve the suffering of the people and bring them into the land designated for them. 
 

1 Corinthians 10:1 -6, 10-12: Paul appeals to the exodus story to remind his readers not to 
make the same mistakes as their ancestors on their desert journey. Despite Israelôs experience 
of deliverance and óinitiationô into divine mysteries, they grumbled and complained on their jour-
ney. Paul asserts that this is not the way that Christians act. We struggle and sometimes grum-
ble. If we take Paulôs word to heart, we can look forward to our Easter celebration. 
 

Luke 13:1 -9: Jesus points out that the light of life was as easily snuffed out for a good person as 
for an evil one. The absence of tragedy in a given life should not be read as a sign of approval 
but as a gift of Godôs gracious mercy that allows more time to remember oneôs sins and repent of 
them. Jesusô message is further clarified, and his point regarding the urgency of reform is more 
finally honed by the parable of the fig tree. Jesusô followers are urged to seize the present mo-
ment, remember Godôs mercies, and repent.
